I entered a "4" into the second indicator, telling the computer to ignore 4 characters, the article “The” and the space afterwards.  Subfield "a" for the 245 tag is used for the title proper. The indicator “h” is the type of format of the resource which is a videorecording (DVD). The punctuation that precedes subfield "c" is "/".  Subfield "c" is used for the "statement of responsibility".  Since there are multiple statements of responsibility, I recorded each individual and organization in the order indicated by the sequence, layout or typography of the source of information listed on the back of the DVD.
